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Introduction and safety update from our Work Health & Safety 
Coordinator, Ken McHugh (Kenny)  
 

SAFETY DANCE  
 

By way of Introduction, my name is Kenny and I take care of the Friday night 
corner of 997 Bridge FM's operations!  By day I'm a Safety Manager for a large 
organisation employing over 7000 workers.  I'm also the Moreton Media Group 
Incorporation (MMGI - also known as 997 Bridge FM), Work Health and Safety 
Coordinator. 
  
Hey, what better title for this column could we have?  Of course the song Safety 
Dance was sung by "Men Without Hats".  From safety perspective, I'm fine if the 
group don't have hats as that's much more desireable than being without our 
vision, our hearing or even being without something worse. 
  
Like any organisation, MMG has obligations to fulfull in relation to how it 
undertakes its workplace health and safety.  This is irrespective whether the 
workers are paid or unpaid.  However there is also a very clear onus on 
each worker to carry out all work safely.  
  
Carrying out work safely also means individuals must report all incidents, 
accidents and near misses.  If just one incident, accident & near miss is not 
raised, then it can not be addressed.  Incidents, accidents and near misses that 
are not addressed have a higher likelihood of recuring and next time, it's 
usually worse. 
  
Any MMG accidents, incidents or near misses that are reported are followed up 
and each month, the MMG Board recieves a Workplace Health and Safety 
Monthly Report to consider.  I prepare that report for the Board from information 
I gather from the Station Manager who is the single point of contact for recieving 
any incident, accident or near miss from a worker. 
  
This months safety message to you is: Please report any MMG related 
incidents, accidents and near misses to the MMG Station Manager as soon as 
practicable. 
  
Until the next time, I highly recommend you do what Men Without Hats do 
and have a little Safety Dance :)

Former 99.7fm announcer, roving Culture Vulture, local identity and now 
President of the Gayundah Preservation Society Inc., Richard Lancaster, is 
progressing plans to construct a model of the HMQS Gayundah which has 
sadly, fallen into disrepair (see below).   
 
The intent is to construct an approximately quarter sized metal model of the 
HMQS Gayundah to be located in Gayundah Esplanade, which is across the 
road from the fast disappearing actual HMQS Gayundah. 
 
Richard advises that the vessel has historical significance, being instrumental in 
saving colonial Queensland from invasion by an Imperial Russian fleet in the 
1880s and thus, has an iconic role in Queenslandôs maritime history.  
 
Plans for construction of the model have full support from State Member for 
Redcliffe, The Hon. Yvette  DôAth.
